Preamble -

The provision regarding adjustment & recovery of dues pertaining to government
accommodation under Rule 133 of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982
& in the amendments according to Government Resolution dated 16.10.2013 are as below:-

133. Adjustment and Recovery of Dues Pertaining to Government
Accommodation:

(1) The Executive Engineer concerned on receipt of intimation from the Head of
Office under sub-rule (1) of rule 119 regarding the issue of ‘No demand certificate ’ shall
scrutinise his records and inform the Head of Office eight months before the date of
retirement of the allottee, if any licence fee was recoverable from him in respect of the
period prior to eight months of his retirement. If no intimation in regard to recovery of
outstanding licence fee is received by the Head of Office by the stipulated date, it shall be
presumed that no licence fee was recoverable, from the allottee in respect of the period
preceding eight months of his retirement.

(2) The Head of Office shall ensure that licence fee for the next eight months, that is
upto the date of retirement of the allottee is recovered every month from the pay and
allowances of the allottee.

(3) Where the Executive Engineer concerned intimates the amount of licence fee
recoverable in respect of the period mentioned in sub-rule (1), the Head of Office shall
ensure that outstanding licence fee is recovered in instalments from the current pay and
allowances of the allottee and where the entire amount is not recovered from the pay and
allowances, the balance shall be recovered out of the gratuity before its payment is
authorised.

(4) The Executive Engineer concerned shall also inform the Head of Office the
amount of licence fee for the retention of Government accommodation for the permissible



period of one month beyond the date of retirement of the allottee. The Head of Office shall
adjust the amount of that licence fee from the amount of the gratuity together with the un-
recovered licence fee, if any, mentioned in sub-rule (3).

(5) If in any particular case, it is not possible for the Executive Engineer concerned
to determine the outstanding licence fee, that Executive Engineer shall inform the Head of
Office that ten per cent of the gratuity, may be withheld pending receipt of further
information.

(6) The recovery of licence fee for the occupation of the Government
accommodation beyond the permissible period of one month after the date of retirement of
the allottee shall be responsibility of the Executive Engineer concerned.

Note. For the purpose of this rule, the licence fee shall also include any other
charges payable by the allottee for any damage or loss caused by him to the
accommodation or its fittings. ”

On the lines of Rule 68 of the Central Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 2021, the matter of
expanding the aforementioned rule regarding the adjustment and recovery of dues related
to government accommodation was under the consideration of the Government.

Government Resolution-

The Government is now pleased to decide as follows:

(1) Where it is not possible for the Executive Engineer to determine the outstanding
license fee, the recovery of licence fees and damages shall be the responsibility of the
concerned Executive Engineer. Furthermore, the withheld gratuity amount of a retired
government employee residing in government accommodation shall be released
immediately upon the submission of a "No-Demand Certificate” by the Executive Engineer
after actual vacation of the government accommaodation.

(2) (A) The Executive Engineer shall ensure the "No-Demand Certificate" shall be
given to the government employee within a period of fourteen days from the date of
submission of application for the said certificate after actual vacation of the government
accommodation.

(B) If the Executive Engineer fails to issue the 'No-Demand Certificate' within
fourteen days from the date of the application, the government employee shall be entitled
to receive interest on the excess withheld amount of the gratuity after adjusting the arrears
of license fee and damages. The said interest shall be applicable at the rate applicable to
deposits in the General Provident Fund (GPF).

(C) The said interest shall be payable by the Executive Engineer to the retired
government employee for the period from the date the retired government employee
submits the application for a No-Demand Certificate after vacating the government
accommodation, upto the date of actual refund of the excess withheld gratuity amount.

(3) In accordance with Rule 133 (5) of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension)
Rules, 1982, if any arrears remain outstanding regarding license fee or damages (for
overstay or unauthorized occupation or subletting or transfer to an ineligible officer, etc.)



as well as electricity, water, or PNG charges after adjustment from the withheld gratuity
amount of the retired employees, or if no gratuity amount has been withheld under the sub-
rules, action should be taken by the concerned Accounts Officer to recover the same from
the pensioner's Dearness Relief without the consent of the pensioner and in such case no
Dearness Relief shall be disbursed until the full recovery of the such dues has been made.
Furthermore, if the employee does not vacate the official accommodation even after the
permissible period, the payment of Dearness Relief on their pension should not be made
until the penal license fee amount is recovered.

2. The existing provisions of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982,
shall be deemed to have been amended to the extent of the provisions of this Government
Resolution. A formal amendment to these rules will be made in due course.

3. The Government is also pleased to order that the above decision shall apply, with
appropriate modifications, to the pensioners/family pensioners of recognized and aided
educational institutions, agricultural/non-agricultural universities, and non-government
colleges affiliated with them, to whom the pension scheme is made applicable.

4. In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Section 248 of the
Maharashtra Zilla Parishads and Panchayat Samitis Act, 1961 (Maharashtra Act No. V of
1962) and all other powers enabling it in this behalf, the Government is also pleased to
order that the above decision shall also apply to the pensioners/family pensioners of Zilla
Parishads.
